If there is a Guest event opener they will use a camping lighter to light the main flame. This flame will then be used by safety staff to light the beacon.

Chicken wire inside basket to prevent falling debris.

Lighting holes to be used for lighting at base of beacon.

Used only by safety staff.

Safety staff only to work on ladder.

	Environmental considerations (wind strength and direction, dryness of surrounding vegetation etc.) to be taken into account  prior to the lighting of the beacon.

Safety staff to monitor the effects on surrounding area.

Depending on the wind direction the barrier may need to be extended to maintain a clear path upwind of beacon.

Nominated first aider

First aid kit.

Prior to lighting briefed by safety staff, allow guest to practice prior to the main lighting.

All flammable accelerants removed from event area.

Ladder to be footed by safety staff.
